MAINTENANCE AND CARE

The hood must always be disconnected from the electricity 
supply before beginning any maintenance work.

Cleaning the hood
●Clean the outside of the hood using a damp cloth and a 

solution of water and mild washing up liquid.

●Never use corrosive, abrasive or flammable cleaning 

products or products containing bleach .

●Never insert pointed objects in the motor's protective 

grid.

●Only ever clean filter using a damp cloth and mild washing 

up liquid.

●It is extremely important to clean the unit and change the 

charcoal filters at the recommended intervals. Failure to do 
so will cause grease deposits to build up that could 
constitute a fire hazard.

Metal grease filter
●The purpose of the grease filters is to absorb grease 
particles which from during cooking and it must always be 
used, either in the external extraction or internal re-
circulation function .
Attention: 
The metal grease filters must be removed and washed 
every three weeks. 
Removing the metal grease filters
1. Pull down the latch of filer.(Fig.14)
2. Take down the filter from body.

5.Electrical connection:

Electrical wiring must be done by a qualified person(s) in 
accordance with all applicable codes and standards. Turn off 
electrical power at service entrance before wiring .

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the 
manufacturer, its service agent or similarly qualified persons 
in order to avoid a hazard.
Do not use the plug and an extension cord other than the 
ones initially supplied with the hood.
